Accounting policies

Basis of preparation

The accounts are prepared under the historical cost convention and in accordance with applicable accounting
standards and the Charities Act 2011. The accounts have been prepared in accordance with the Statement of
Recommended Practice, "Accounting and Reporting by Charities" issued in March 2005.

Incoming resources

Income from donations and grants is included in incoming resources when these are receivable. However,
substantial legacies receivable on the balance sheet date are included at probate value. Investment
income is accounted for on a receivable basis.

Resources expended

Expenditure is recognised on the accruals basis. All costs which can be directly attributed to charitable
activities are allocated to the relevant activity.
Charitable expenditure for the year ended 31 December 2013 was split between the following activities:
Social Welfare 31%
Preservation and scholarship 69%
The percentage split is calculated on the grants voted for the year.
Grants, both single and multi-year, are recognised in the accounts as liabilities after they have been
approved by the Trustees and the recipients have been notified. There is a valid expectation by the
recipients that they will receive the grant if they abide by the terms and conditions issued by the Charity.
Support costs represent the costs incurred in providing support for the charitable activities. They are
apportioned to the activities based on the scale of each activity.
Governance costs reflect the costs of managing the charity which do not relate to the provision of
charitable activities.

Depreciation

Tangible fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to
write off the cost less estimated residual value of each asset over its expected useful life, as follows:

Office equipment - 33.33% straight line
Fixtures, fittings & equipment - 10% reducing balance
Leasehold Improvements - 20% straight line
Investments

Fixed asset investments are included at closing market value at the balance sheet date. Any gain or loss
on revaluation is taken to the Statement of Financial Activities.

Pensions

The Trust operates defined contribution pension schemes. The assets of the schemes are held separately
from the assets of the Trust, in independently administered funds. Pension contributions charged in the
financial statements represent those payable by the Trust to the funds during the year.

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions denominated in foreign currencies are recorded at the rate ruling at the date of the transaction.
Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated into sterling at the rates of
exchange ruling at the balance sheet date. All differences are included in net outgoing resources.

Accumulated funds

Unrestricted funds are funds which can be used in accordance with the charitable objects at the discretion of the
trustees. Where there has been a decision of the Trustees to commit funds for a particular purpose, these
amounts are shown as designated funds and not currently available for general expenses. Restricted funds are
used in agreement with individual funders for agreed purposes and only available for those specified purposes.
